Tropical Cyclone Alfred Notice
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Dear Members

We are facing a rather nasty weather event this week with Cyclone Alfred just off the SEQ
coastline, and forecast to reach us with extreme winds, rain and sea conditions from as early as
Tuesday afternoon through until Friday.

We have prepared an online checklist for all boat owners - whether in a marina berth, on a trailer
in the hardstand, or on a dinghy rack. We urge you to come and check your property so it is safe
and secure, and so that it doesn’t cause damage to other people or property.

A loose item can easily become a dangerous projectile in cyclone winds.

You know your vessel better than anyone else — the checklist provided is the minimum of what you
should do before it is too late.

A dashboard from Maritime Safety Queensland is also available to monitor in real time - we are
currently in the “orange zone” for a tropical cyclone.

Anyone on a mooring should ensure it is cyclone rated.
Anyone sitting on anchor should find a very protected area as quickly as possible.

Once the cyclone intensifies mid-week, our main objective is to keep everyone safe and that
includes our employees.

This may include precautions such as:

» Closure of Bar & Bistro for a day or two
» Fuel dock and Boatyard closure until worst of the storm has passed
» Windsurfing centre closure
